WHEREAS, after returning from the war, Lawrence Richard Hunewill Jr. worked at T. Hood 
and Sons before and after enlisting in the Navy.  He retired from both T. Hood and Sons and The 
Board of Higher Education: and  
 
WHEREAS, Lawrence Richard Hunewill Jr. raised two sons and one daughter, Richard, Carol 
and Jack, and now has 4 grandchildren and 6 great grandchildren, and: 
 
WHEREAS:  Lawrence Richard Hunewill Jr. went on to serve the Veterans of the Town of Natick 
as a member of the Natick Veterans Council.
